Bean Timber Resources, Inc. and Curt Bean Lumber Company, Inc. have authorized Kingwood Forestry
Services, Inc. to manage the sale of two tracts of timberland containing 32.11 (Dockum) and 71.33 (M. Bean
River) acres, more or less, in Pike County, Arkansas.  Bids may be submitted for either or both tracts.

Location and Tract Descriptions:  Both tracts are located about six miles due south of Amity and about three
miles north of Shawmut on the Antoine River.  The Dockum tract, mostly oak and hickory woodlands, offers
outstanding views from the ridge top and Antoine River frontage. The M. Bean River tract offers well stocked,
9 year old pre-merchantable pine plantation and also has Antoine River frontage.  Both tracts can be inspected
via a timber access road connected to all-weather gravel roads. Railroad tracks along the river traverse both
tracts.
 
Dockum Tract (BTR): All that part of N½ of SW¼ of NE¼, lying west of Antoine River; also South 400 feet
of even width of all that part of NW¼ of NE¼, lying west of Antoine River, Section 33, Township 6 South,
Range 23 West, containing 32.11 acres, more or less, Pike County, Arkansas.   Access is via woods roads
through adjoining industrial timberland. Terrain is rolling to steep. Tract has over 300 feet of Antoine River
frontage along a bluff.  Timber is mostly oak and hickory pulpwood with open understory.

M. Bean River Tract (CBL):  NW¼ of SE¼ and all that part of NE¼ of SE¼, lying west of Antoine River,
Section 33, Township 6 South, Range 23 West; containing a total of 71.33 acres, more or less, Pike County,
Arkansas.  Access is via woods roads from gravel roads.  Terrain is rolling.  Well stocked with 1999 pine
plantation.  Tract has over 800 feet of Antoine River frontage. Tract is surrounded by industrial timberland.  Site
index for pine averages 80 feet (base age 50).

Method of Sale:  The land and timber will be sold on the basis of lump sum sealed bids.   An offer form is
attached.  Offers may be submitted for either or both tracts or combined.  Bids will be opened at the Kingwood
Forestry office at #4 Executive Circle, Arkadelphia, Arkansas at 3:00 P.M., TUESDAY, May 6, 2008.
